20. Not long after arriving at Birkenau, Eliezer and his father experience the horrors of the crematory firsthand—and are nearly killed themselves. “Babies!” Wiesel writes. “Yes, I did see this, with my own eyes…children thrown into the flames” (pg 32). Look back on Eli’s physical, mental, and emotional reactions to this hellish and inexplicable experience. How does the story of Night change at this point? How does Wiesel change?









21. Consider the inscription that appears above the entrance to Auschwitz. What is it supposed to mean?  What meaning, if any, does this slogan come to have for Eli?





Reflecting on the three weeks he spent at Auschwitz, Wiesel admits on page 45 “Some of the men spoke of God….As for me I ceased to pray. I concurred with Job!” Who is Job in the bible and why does Eli feel connected to him?
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
