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Romeo and Juliet Wedding
Shakespeare does not show the wedding between Romeo and Juliet during the play so it is your group’s job to plan the wedding for them. 
1. Decide the time period (Shakespeare’s time or Current day) for your wedding.


2. Create an invitation

3. Select the costumes for Romeo, Juliet, the Friar, and anybody else you think would have been at the wedding (remember it was secret so it may have only been those three)

a. Need to have either pictures or drawings of the costumes


4. Select the staging for the scene. What does the stage look like?

a. Draw stage 
i. Where did the wedding take place? What does it look like?

ii. Decorations: flowers, centerpieces, etc


5. Select the music for the scene / wedding

a. Provide a song list (1-3 songs) or (extra credit) bring the music to play during your presentation

6. Write wedding vows for Romeo and Juliet

7. Write a script for the Friar to perform the wedding

8. Create a menu for the reception meal

Remember this is a wedding for Romeo and Juliet. The food, music, fashion, hairstyles, decorations, wedding service, as well as other things need to be appropriate for the time period and for Romeo and Juliet. It is not your wedding—it is theirs so use what you know about them to make decisions regarding their wedding.
